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1 President’s Foreword 
 
 

A strong, mature Association such as ours has well established, 
proven procedures to ensure that work keeps being done and 
services to the membership keep being provided during transitions 
and changes in its governing bodies. This has happened once more 
during this year, when the incoming Executive Committee and the 
new President and Vice Presidents, all of us elected in Luzern in 
October 2012, have begun working to help the Association move 
forward. 
 
The approval of the Strategic Plan 2012-2015 by the Council in 
Mexico City, the establishment of the 17 Technical Committees and 
the designation of their Chairs and English, French and Spanish 
Secretaries, as well as the continuing support of the Secretary 

General and his staff, have been instrumental in ensuring that our Association keeps working 
to fulfill its mission in road and road transport-related knowledge exchange with a clear vision 
and goals that provide guidance to its activities. 
 
In accomplishing such tasks, during the year PIARC was able to sustain its activities and 
keep generating products and documents for the benefit of our membership. A key step that 
was accomplished during the year was the formation of the Strategic Planning, 
Communications and Finance Commissions and the designation of their Chairs, respectively 
Jeffrey Paniati from the United States, Jane Weldon from Canada and Rudolf Dieterle from 
Switzerland, who will lead these groups of key importance for our Association. 
 
National Committees are another group that has been able to maintain its momentum in 
reaching out to the membership. Under the leadership of Bojan Leben, from Slovenia, the 37 
National Committees of our Association are working in close contact and searching for ways 
to multiply their presence and influence among the road communities of their respective 
countries. 
 
Special mention needs to be made to the preparation of the XIVth International Winter Road 
Congress that will be taking place in Andorra in February, 2014. The hard work of the 
Organizing Committee, Technical Committees 2.4, 3.3 and 4.3, and the Secretary General’s 
office has made it possible to finalize the organization of this Congress with an interesting 
and comprehensive technical program and a large exhibition of related machinery, products 
and services that promises to be, once more, very successful and complete. 
 
While ensuring that the World Road Association keeps working in the approved direction is 
clearly one of the main purposes of its governing bodies, our Association must also be aware 
of emerging topics, new interests and surging opportunities to increase the value of its 
products and services to the membership. As a consequence, a number of special activities 
have been going on during the year to ensure that our Association keeps producing relevant, 
quality materials in ways that may be more accessible to its members. 
 
Together with the Strategic Planning and the Communications Commissions, we are 
exploring how to develop new products and services that can reach our membership faster. 
Documenting the conclusions and key points discussed in PIARC Seminars, Council debates 
and in the Routes/Roads magazine and presenting them in attractive formats that take 
advantage of new communications technologies is one of the more promising lines of work. 
Enhancing continuously our website and keeping it up to date is another. 
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We have also formed a group that is thoroughly reviewing the use of the Spanish language 
within the activities of our Association, as a first step in designing a strategy that allows 
PIARC to have better presence and outreach in the Spanish-speaking world, that gives 
continuity to past efforts to accomplish this objective and that at the same time is affordable 
and makes sense.  
 
The next year, 2014, promises to be full of activities, challenges and, of course, a key period 
to prepare for the XXVth World Road Congress to be held in Seoul, Korea, in early 
November 2015. While we will continue moving in the implementation of the 2012-2015 
Strategic Plan and in the preparation of the XXVth World Road Congress, in 2014 we will 
also start the process to develop the Strategic Plan for the period 2016-2019. 
 
To ensure that the next Strategic Plan is relevant and that it reflects the concerns, interests 
and priorities of the membership, a broad consultation process will be conducted during the 
year in order to obtain viewpoints and suggestions from as many members as possible, and 
to make sure that these views are properly considered while developing the plan. I therefore 
request and encourage all those members who wish their voices heard to provide us their 
feedback and input whenever they feel appropriate. 
 
In particular, I wish to stress the importance that representatives from developing countries 
and countries with economies in transition participate in this process and share with us their 
ideas on how our Association’s products and services can have more value to their 
countries. I am convinced that PIARC can do a better job in reaching out to members in such 
countries and willing to propose specific actions to meet this goal. The Strategic Plan is the 
key tool to institutionalize this quest, and that is why it is important that your suggestions are 
taken into account. 
 
The year 2014 also presents administrative and management issues of potentially great 
consequences for our Association that need to be seriously considered and solved. The 
Secretary General’s offices in Paris will temporarily relocate to new premises made available 
by the French Government. The Council will be requested to take a decision in the near 
future about the purchase of premises for the Association. 
 
The acquisition of the Association’s own offices requires a careful and disciplined approach 
that can be afforded within the current financial situation. Since we seek to maintain the 
equilibrium of our ordinary accounts (that is, pay normal expenses with normal revenues and 
leave extraordinary revenues from Congresses for other projects), a special, temporary effort 
will need to be undertaken with the support of the Council to allow this project to materialize. 
In closing this message, I want to thank everyone for the efforts undertaken so far, in 
particular Technical Committee and Commission Chairs, the Secretary General and his staff, 
and individual members who sometimes under difficult circumstances and with great 
personal commitment have made substantial contributions to the ongoing work. At the same 
time, I thank them in advance for their full support during 2014 and the coming years to help 
in ensuring our Association’s position as the world leader in road and road-transport related 
knowledge exchange.

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2 Activities from October 2012 to October 2013 
 

2.1 Executive Committee 
 

The Executive Committee manages the Association in accordance with the guidelines and 
decisions of the Council, with the goal (Goal 1) set by the Strategic Plan to constantly 
improve the management and operation of the Association. 
 
The Executive Committee holds two meetings a year. The first one takes place during the 
first half of the year. In 2013, the first meeting took place on 13-14 February 2013 in 
Washington D.C., USA. The second 
one will take place immediately before 
the Council meeting, on 5-6 November 
in Rome, Italy. Between the two 
meetings, the members of the 
Executive Committee are consulted by 
electronic mail on certain topics. 
 
In addition to considering the 
proposals made by the Commissions 
(see below) and the related decisions, 
the Executive Committee has, in 
particular, covered the following issues 
over the past year: 

 
· appointment of Chairs and members of Commissions; 
· appointment of Secretaries of Technical Committees to posts which had not been 

fulfilled;  
· modifications to the Member’s Guide (Blue Guide) of the Association; 
· approval of the call for proposals on special projects; 
· selection of the general theme of the Wold Road Congress to be held in Seoul, 2015; 
· approval of the call for candidacies for the XVth International Winter Road Congress in 

2018. 
 
2.1.1 Strategic Planning Commission 
 

The Strategic Planning Commission (SPC), chaired by Jeffrey PANIATI, met on 12 February 
2013 in Washington D.C., USA. 
 
The SPC Commission has in particular: 
 
· finalized the Executive Summary of the General Report of the 

World Road Congress in Mexico City, prepared by Mexico, with 
the assistance of the General Secretariat; 

· supervised the work of Technical Committees of the 2012-2015 
cycle, and especially approved the work programs;  

· set up a working group in charge of collecting proposals for the 
preparation of the 2016-2019 Strategic Plan; 

· worked out procedures for the development of Special Projects 
and monitored the project on the importance of Road 

Maintenance. 
 

In August 2013, the SPC was advised of the resignation for health reasons of Carlo 
MARIOTTA, Coordinator of Strategic Theme 4. 
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2.1.2 Finance Commission 
 
The Finance Commission, chaired by Rudolf DIETERLE, met on 22 May 2013 in Paris, 
France, and on 11-12 September 2013 in Zurich, Switzerland. 
According to Goal 8 in the Strategic Plan assigned to the Finance 
Commission, the Finance Commission focused on the good 
financial health of the Association by reviewing: 
 

· the 2012 accounts, 
· the implementation of the 2013 budget, 
· the draft 2014 budget, 
· the details for financing the possible purchase by the 

Association of premises for the office of the General 
Secretariat. 

 
The Finance Commission has also reviewed the proposed 
registration fees to the XXVth World Road Congress, Seoul 2015. 
 
2.1.3 Communications Commission 
 
The Communications Commission (CCOM) chaired by Jane WELDON, met on 10 and 11 
June 2013 in Paris, France. CCOM also held two videoconferences on 23 July and 28 

August 2013. 
 
During the past year, the Communications Commission has: 
 
· developed a rolling Action Plan; 
· prepared a questionnaire survey of young professionals; 
· worked out with the General Secretariat the terms of reference 

for an electronic version of the Association’s Routes/Roads 
magazine; 

· developed a National Committees workshop which will take 
place in Rome on how to improve the influence of National 
Committees; 

· conducted an analysis of potential use of social media. 
 
 
2.2 Conference of  PIARC National Committees 
 
Bojan LEBEN (Slovenia), the new representative of National Committees on the Executive 
Committee, was elected at the meeting of National Committees 
held before the Council meeting in Lucerne in October 2012. He 
succeeds Friedrich ZOTTER (Austria) in that position.  
 
Dissemination of information on the activities of National 
Committees has been ongoing through the quarterly electronic 
newsletter. 
 
Recognition of a National Committee in Ecuador is submitted for 
approval to the Executive Committee. 
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2.3 General Secretariat 
 

In addition to the logistic support brought by the General Secretariat to the Association’s 
bodies, the day-to-day running of the Association, the participation in the work of the 
Commissions and the publication of the Routes/Roads magazine, it is worth pointing out the 
following actions led during the past year (detailed in the following pages): 
 
· the content of the Association’s website was adjusted for an improved search engine 

optimization and enhancement of publications, i.e. technical reports and Routes/Roads;  
· preparation of the XIVth International Winter Road Congress in Andorra (February 

2014) in close cooperation with the local 
organizing committee and the Technical 
Committees involved (see paragraph 
2.4.1); 

· preparation of the XXVth World Road 
Congress in Seoul (November 2015) 
with the local Korean Organizing 
Committee (see paragraph 2.4.2); 

· publication of Technical Committee 
reports of the 2008-2011 cycle (see paragraph 2.7.1); 

· direct participation in the administrative management of projects (special projects, Road 
Safety Manual, Road Network Operations Manual and ITS) (see paragraph 2.8);  

· co-operation with partner associations and institutions  (see paragraph 2.9). 
 
 

2.4 Congresses of the World Road Association 
 
2.4.1 XIVth International Winter Road Congress, 

Andorra, 4-7 February 2014 
 
For the XIVth edition of the Congress, in addition to the Winter Service Technical Committee, 

two more Technical Committees will be involved in the 
preparation of the technical programme of the Congress: the 
Technical Committee on Road Tunnel Operations (TC 3.3) and 
the Technical Committee on Road Bridges (TC 4.3). 
 
More than 250 abstracts were received following the 
international call for papers made in June 2012. 
 
The Organizing Committee released the second congress 
announcement. It is available online on the congress dedicated 
website:

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2.5 Technical Committees and Task Forces 
 
2.5.1 Work programmes for 2012-2015 
 
The Technical Committees have finalized their work programme with the Strategic Theme 
Coordinators in the beginning of 2013. 
 
A number of regional groups have been set up: 
 
· Rural Roads (TC 2.5) in Latin America with DIRCAIBEA (Council of Iberian and Ibero-

American Road Directors) and in Africa with AGEPAR (Association of African Road 
Managers and Partners); 

· Road Safety (TC 3.1 and 3.2) in Latin America with DIRCAIBEA;  
· Management of Road Assets (TC 4.1) in Latin America with DIRCAIBEA; 
· Road Pavements (TC 4.2) in Latin America with DIRCAIBEA; 
· Financing (TC 1.2) in Latin America with DIRCAIBEA.  
 
Several areas of cooperation have been initiated between: 
  
· ARMFA (African Road Maintenance Funds Association) and TC 1.1 on the Performance 

of transport administrations; 
· ASANRA (Association of Southern African National Roads Agencies) and TC 3.2 Design 

and operations of safer road infrastructure; 
· REAAA (Road Engineering Association of Asia and Australasia) on several topics (see 

paragraph 2.9). 
 
2.5.2 Seminars in developing countries  

and countries in transition 
 
Strategic Plan 2012-2015 renewed the goal to organize two international Seminars per 
Technical Committee for this cycle.  
 
Since the Council meeting in Lucerne in 2012, the following Seminars and Workshop were 
organized: 
 
· Long Tunnels in Santiago (Chile), in October 2012 jointly with TC 3.3 and the Chilean 

Road and Transport Association (ACCT); 
 

· Rural Roads in San Salvador (Salvador), in November 2012 jointly with TC 2.5; 
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· International Workshop on Risk and Emergency Management for Roads, in Osaka 

(Japan), in May 2013, jointly with TC 1.5, the Japan Road Association and REAAA;  
 
· Winter Service, in Santiago (Chile), in June 2013, jointly with TC 2.4 and the Chilean 

Road and Transport Association (ACCT); 
 
 
 

 
 
· Performance and governance of road and transport administrations, Arusha (Tanzania),  

in September 2013, jointly with Technical Committee 1.1, the African 
Road Maintenance Funds Association (AFERA) and the ministry of 
Transport of Tanzania ; 
 

· Building road safety capacity, Warsaw (Poland), October 2013, jointly 
with Technical Committee 3.2, Poland’s National Roads and 
Motorways Directorate (GDDKiA), and the World Bank; 

 
· Risk management for highway infrastructure, Mérida (Mexico), October 2013, jointly with 

Technical Committee 1.5 et and the Mexican Technical Road Association (Asociación 
Mexicana de Ingeniería en Vías Terrestres - AMIVTAC) ; 
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· Sustainable road tunnels operations, Da Nang (Viet Nam), October 2013, with Technical 

Committee 3.3, the Viet Nam Bridge and Road Association (VIBRA) and the Directorate 
for Roads of Viet Nam ; 
 

· Freight transport and Intermodality, Montevideo (Uruguay), in October 2013, jointly with 
Technical Committee 2.3, the Asociación Uruguaya de Caminos (Uruguayan Roads 
Association) and the ministry of Public Works of Uruguay. 

 
Lastly, the significant contribution of TC 4.1 Management of Road Assets 
and TC 4.2 Road Pavements at the REAAA Conference Kuala Lumpur 
(Malaysia) in April 2013 should be mentioned. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
2.5.3 Task forces 
 
Task Force 1 on the Road Safety Manual was set up in 2011. The Task Force met in 
Warsaw in October 2013 and several times by videoconference in order to steer the phase 
related to the drafting of the Manual which was allocated to ARRB (see paragraph 2.8). 
 
Task Force 2 (TF 2) on Security of infrastructure was set up in February 2013. TF 2 is 
currently preparing its first workshop which will be organized on that topic in June 2014. 
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2.6 Improvements to the website www.piarc.org  
 
The website is at the heart of the Association’s communications and operations. The current 
version of the website was introduced on the occasion of the World Road Congress in 
Mexico City at the end of September 2011. 
 
The Spanish version of the website is updated by the secretariat of the Spanish National 
Committee (ATC).  
 
Over the last twelve months, a number of improvements and new developments were made: 
 
· format and access of Routes/Roads articles for subscribers and members of the Association;  
· digitized version of previous World Road Congresses now available on line;  
· development of specifications for online payment of membership fees (under preparation), 
· dissemination of information on specific topics to target groups of users.

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2.7 Publications  
 

2.7.1 Rapports 
 
The General Secretariat has carried out further the production of 
technical reports from the 2008-2011 cycle. 
 
Since the Lucerne meeting, 28 technical reports have been released and 
made available online in the website. 
 
Approximately 10 reports are still in the process of preparation with the 
related Technical Committees. 
 
In addition, 7 technical reports translated into Spanish are now available 
online; 4 others will soon be available online and one is under 
preparation. 
 
The detailed list of those technical reports is included in Annex 3 of this 
report. 
 
The latest reports are announced in Routes/Roads and in the electronic 
newsletter. In addition, new release notes are circulated by e-mail. 
 
2.7.2 Routes/Roads magazine 
 

Routes/Roads is the quarterly magazine of the Association, published in 
English and French, with a circulation of 5,700 copies and disseminated 
in 142 countries. The last four issues focused on: 
 

· Climate change and energy issues, with contributions from TC 1.3 
(issue n 357, January 2013), 

· Freight transport, with contributions from TC 2.3 (n°358, April 2013), 
· Road Safety, with contributions from TC 3.1 and 3.2 and Task Force 

1 on the Road Safety Manual (n°359, July 2013 and n°360, October 
2013). 

 
The Editorial Committee has been operational since 2010 and comprises 
around 10 members. They met by video conference every three months 
during the past year.  
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2.8 Projects 
 
Since October 2012, the Road Safety Manual Project has made progress according to plan 
with the completion of phase 2 related to developing the contents of the Manual; in April 
2013, a contract was signed with ARRB Group (Australia) on the drafting of the various 
chapters. A first draft of the first chapters was delivered for review to the Road Safety Manual 
Task Force. The full version in English should be delivered before the end of the first half of 
2014. 
 
The project to update the Road Network Operations and ITS electronic manual, with the 
participation of ITS America, is going on actively with TC 2.1. The detailed architecture of the 
Manual and the technical specifications for the web have been finalized. 
 
For these two electronic manuals, plus others which are planned, in July 2013 the General 
Secretariat has launched a call for tenders on the creation of the related websites. Review of 
the tenders is in process. 
 
Regarding the « Special projects », and in particular the topic of Road Maintenance, as a 
result of the call for proposals made by the General Secretariat, the drafting of a synthesis 
report was entrusted to TRL (United Kingdom). Another open call for proposals was made in 
2013. However, for the time being, no new contract has been finalized.  
 
2.9 Cooperation with other associations/organizations 
 

Promoting cooperation with regional road administrations and with international organizations 
having similar objectives is one of the goals of the Association’s Strategic Plan. 
 
The past year was marked by several actions that contribute to this goal: 
 

· participation of the Association in the meetings of the United Nations Road Safety 
Collaboration held in New York and Geneva; 
 

· participation of the President and the General Secretariat in the meetings of the Council of 
Iberian and Ibero-American Road Directors (DIRCAIBEA); decisions were made on the 
translation into Spanish of several PIARC technical reports and on the participation of 
DIRCAIBEA in several PIARC seminars taking place in Latin America;  

 
· participation of the General Secretariat in the meetings of the Conference of European 

Directors of Roads (CEDR) which resulted among others in the harmonization of the strategic 
plan of both organizations; 
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· participation of the General Secretariat in the REAAA Conference in Kuala Lumpur which 

resulted in a number of cooperation actions 
(participation of REAAA in the Workshop on Risk 
Management in Osaka en 2013, joint International 
Seminar in Indonesia in 2014, special Routes/Roads 
issue in 2014 on Road Safety in REAAA countries, 
and enhanced relationship with Technical 
Committees);  
 

· the President, Secretary General and Executive Committee (Washington DC meeting) had 
meetings with the World Bank for exchanges of information on ongoing activities and projects; 
decision was made to organize jointly the series of PIARC seminars devoted to Road Safety; 

 

 
 
· discussions with the President, the Secretary General and the Inter-American Development 

Bank on opportunities for cooperation; 
 

· signature of an agreement between the General Secretariat and the Nordic 
Road Association (NVF) about the integration into the PIARC Terminology 
database of the terms from an NVF dictionary related to Intelligent Transport 
Systems; 

 
· participation of the Secretary General in the International Baltic Road Conference and 

discussion in view of strengthening links with the regional association.

The World Road Association (PIARC), established in 1909 as a non-profit organization, is the 
oldest international association concerned with all issues related to roads and road transport. 
The Association was granted consultative status with the United Nations Economic and 
Social Council in 1970.
